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Gifted students are those who Pchorm at or who have demonstrated the Potentia] to Perxcorm at high levels in academic or creative fields when
ComParecl to others of their age, cxPericncc, or environment. These students requirc services not orclinarilg Proviclecl bg the regular school

program. Students Possessing these abilities can be found in all Populations, across all economic strata, and in all areas of human endeavor.

Teachers, counselors, administrators, parents or guarc]ians, peers, the student him/herself, or any other individuals with knowledge of the
student’s abilities may refer a student. While students may be referred to the Gifted Program at any time, all seconcl—grade students are
observed as Potentia”y gigted students through the 2nd Grade Gifted Child Find Procedure.

For each student re?errec{, information is gatherccl in the areas of A ti’cude, Characteristics, and Performance. The information is entered on a
state aPProvccl matrix where Points are assignccl according to established criteria. The total number of Points earned determines if the student
c]ualiﬁ'es for ghc’cecl services.
