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BEEPERS
Grades 9-12 may be permitted to have cell phones, but are not visible. The use of cell phones is prohibited during the school day. If students are using these devices, school administrators, faculty or staff may confiscate them indefinitely.
INTERNET USAGE
The Macon County School System will be offering continued access to the Internet. To gain access, each student must abide by the internet safety policy of our school system in accordance with HR 4577 TITLE-XVII-CHILDREN’S-INTERNET-PROTECTION SECTION-1701/CHILDREN’S INTERNET PROTECTION  ACT
Students who use the Internet improperly with be dealt with according to the Macon County Student Code of Conduct Violations. 
FUND-RAISING
The principal must approve all fund raising `projects sponsored by the school. Students are not allowed to sell items, make collections, conduct membership drives, or sell subscriptions on school property without the authorization of the principal.
PARENT TEACHER CONFERENCES
We encourage all of our parents to schedule regular teacher conferences during each nine-week reporting period concerning their child’s academics and behavior. Communication is the best key for student success.
PARENT TEACHER STUDENT ASSOCIATION
The PTSA is an organization of parents, teachers and students who promote education and extracurricular activities at our school. This program is funded solely by the membership drive and school wide fund raiser. A portion of the membership dues goes on to the national, state, district and local council PTSAs. The remainder is used at the school for the students.  
PASSES
Students will not be permitted to leave the classroom during the class period unless it is an emergency. Students must have the teacher’s permission and a hall pass in order to leave the classroom.
VISITORS
Any non-employee or non-student who comes to the school at any time during the day must report to the main office for a “Visitor’s  Pass”. We welcome parents and encourage them to visit the school to become aware of the school’s program; however, they should not come to school to see a student’s teacher at a time when the teacher has a class. Conferences for such purposes should be scheduled with the school counselor. Student visitors are not permitted on campus or in the building unless accompanied by their parents. Permission cannot be granted for students to invite friends to visit during the day.
STUDENT WORK/PAPER
Teachers are required to keep all students work/papers on file during each nine weeks reporting period for accountability purposes. Parents may make an appointment for a conference with the teacher to discuss their child’s progress.

ATTENDANCE
It is important that students attend school each day. Parents are required to send an excuse explaining ALL absences and tardies on the first day the student returns to school. A note signed by the parent does NOT excuse the absence. Out of town trips will be excused only in case of emergency or for educational purposes. The principal must approve absences of this nature before the trip is taken. All students must sign in and out through the school office. Only the signatures of the parents or authorized guardian as indicated on the registration card will be accepted. Students who are absent, tardy or checks out of school before the end of the day will be counted absent for the day. Students will NOT be allowed to check out with any person other than the parents, guardian, or authorized person. All students must be in the morning assembly by 7:50 a.m. daily. All students are considered tardy to class if they are not seated before the tardy bell rings. Excessive tardies will result in disciplinary actions. No student check-outs after 2:15 p.m. unless prior approval is granted by the principal.
CHECK-IN/OUT PROCEDURE
Checkout Procedure: Early dismissals are discouraged, but if it is necessary for a student to leave during a school day, arrangements should be made before leaving home and the procedure outlined below should be followed:
-If a student becomes ill or injured, he/she should report to his/her    teacher.
-If a parent comes to the school to check out a student, the parent must report to the office, sign the student out.
-Any person who is checking out the student must be listed on the   student’s registration form.
   -No student should leave campus without signing out in the office.
-Students must bring a written excuse when they return to school.
DISCIPLINE
School cannot be a place of learning unless there is order and discipline. Parents must desire this, and we insist upon it. At BTW, we will enforce the Code of Student Conduct. In the first week of school, teachers will send home to parent’s their classroom discipline guidelines. Please read the Code of Student Conduct and classroom rules and regulations carefully and discuss them with your children.
Disciplinary Actions Class I-Disciplinary Actions: 
First Offense 
Conference with student and/or parental contact when warranted. Circumstances may warrant disciplinary action as outlined under subsequent offenses.
Second offense 
Parental or guardian contact and /or disciplinary action.
Subsequent Offenses
In-school disciplinary actions such as probation, detention, corporal punishment, or other disciplinary action as determined by the principal/ designee.
Class II-Disciplinary Actions: First Offense
In-school conference and parental contact when warranted. Circumstances may warrant disciplinary action as outlined under subsequent offenses.


Subsequent Offenses
Parent conferences, detention, suspension, corporal punishment, referral to In-school suspension or the Student Success Program, referral to law enforcement officials and the filing of a formal petition with juvenile authorities at the discretion of the principal’s designee, or expulsion.
Note: Students in Grades 6-12 assignment to an In-School Suspension or the Student Success Center’s Short-term program will be as follows:

1. Offense in Class I or Class II Offenses - 5 Days

2. Offense in Class I or Class II Offenses - 10 Days*
3rd Offense- Automatic Student Success Program Assignment Pending Administrative Hearing
Class III-Disciplinary Actions: The disciplinary action for Class III offenses will be Student Success Program  placement  pending an administrative or expulsion hearing, or suspension pending an administrative or expulsions hearing, and/or referral to law enforcement officials and the filing of a formal petition with the juvenile authorities at the discretion of the principal and /or designated person(s). Select Class III offenses are reported directly to the Macon County District Attorney’s Office. Students assigned to the Student Success Program for Class III will receive the following assignment:
Any Offenses—Student Success Program Placement (Grades 7-12 only) or Suspension, Pending Administrative or Expulsion Hearing.
FIGHTING
Fighting by students is disruptive and will not be tolerated. Students involved in a fight will be suspended and/or placed in the Student Success Center. Students involved in creating a disturbance, which might lead to student unrest, will be suspended from school.
ACADEMIC DISHONESTY
CHEATING/PLAGIARISM
All students are expected to maintain the utmost integrity at school and be fair and honest with their work ethics at Booker T. Washington High School. However, if a student fails to adhere to the academic dishonest, cheating, or plagiarism policy, that student will be dealt with according to the Macon County Student Code of Conduct.

DRESS CODE: All students in grades 9th-12th  grades are required to wear uniforms. The colors are Khaki bottoms and white, gold or purple collared shirts.

· NO BODY PIERCING FOR GIRLS OR BOYS
· NO NOSE, EYES, LIPS, or TONGUE PIERCING
· NO  MOUTH GRILLS
· NO SUNGLASSES
Students not complying with the dress code will be sent home unexcused.
BUS STUDENTS
Students who rides buses are expected to follow all Transportation Department rules and regulations while being transported to and from school. Violations of these rules may result in the loss of bus riding privileges. The Student Code of Conduct applies to bus behavior just as it does to behavior on school campus. If a student misses his/her bus, the student will have to call his/her parent for a ride. The student will not be allowed to go home on another bus. The buses are allowed to carry home only their regularly assigned students unless approved by an administrator.
COUNSELORS
BTW has two counselors to work with students. They are available to help students with problems they may be experiencing at home, in the community, with course selections, with ways of improving their relationships with other students and teachers, and with plans for their education and future. Parents are encouraged to check with the counselor anytime they have problems or concerns. 
PARKING
Students driving to school must obtain a parking decal. Decals will cost
$15.00. Additional decals will cost $10.00. Students must provide a copy of insurance card and driver’s license before receiving a decal. Students are required to park in the designated parking area during school hours. Once school begins, it is considered a truancy violation to visit a vehicle. Therefore, students must get all of their belongings as they exit their vehicle. No student will be allowed to drive on campus if the above has not been done. Driving on campus is a privilege and can be denied or revoked.
FIELD TRIPS
Students must have written permission from their parent or legal guardian to go on field trips. Permission will not be given by phone.
FIRE AND EMERGENCY DRILLS
There will be at least one fire drill each month. Students are expected to follow the teacher’s instructions and walk to the assigned exit. Fire drills are serious business because lives are at stakes. In the event of a tornado or disaster drill, the alarm will sound. At this time students will follow their teacher into the assigned area and be seated on the floor.
TELEPHONE USE
The school phones are for business and student emergency purposes only. These emergencies would include accidents or illnesses. Any student coming to the office is required to have a hall pass.
